This is not a reflection on local NZTA staff, with whom we have a good 
relationship, but on the inability of NZTA head office to get the urgency of these 
situations and to have processes that help, rather than hinder, local work. 
 
It also heightens the need for much better education of drivers, and of future drivers, 
and the need for a change in road-user culture: we do not have to get to our 
destinations 30 seconds faster! 
 
The Speed Management work that Council has embarked on will hopefully be useful 
in speeding up processes, but I note that some of the thinking going on in this area 
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has been around for 12-15 years in this country, and improvements are yet to reach 
fruition. 
 
The recent Government announcement that implies that much better subsidies will 
be available for road safety work is absolutely a step in the right direction - now we 
need NZTA to quickly give us a process that enables us to make effective use of this 
support.
