Parking Restrictions and Traffic Bylaw Register Changes

Ms Maree Stewart, CE of the Waikato Kindergarten Association and Ms Julie Taylor, Head Teacher at
Hukanui Kindergarten, attended the meeting and spoke to the traffic item for Rutherford Street.
They explained the street was used for parking by staff working at Chartwell shopping centre, which
meant kindergarten users had difficulty safely dropping off and picking children. They asked for a
further parking space, in addition to the two proposed in the staff report.

The Network Operations and Use Manager noted that the bus stop for Cullimore Street had been
withdrawn by Waikato Regional Council. In relation to the Rutherford Street parking spaces, she
noted that the ongoing demand for parking in this area will be considered in the Chartwell Precinct

Parking Plan.
